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The system used by most students at the RMIT Computer Science Department is called “yallara”. You must first open a “telnet” session to yallara.  On the NT systems, you can do this by one of the following ways:

· Start ( Programs ( Network ( yallara

· Start ( Programs ( Network ( Tera Term Pro and type yallara in the “hosts” box.

· Start ( Run... and type in: telnet yallara
